Important: You must bring 2 acceptable forms of ID or you will not be able to perform any work at the VA!

● The names on both identifications must match exactly (for example, if one ID has a full middle name, then the other must as well, if one ID has a middle initial, then the other must have as well).
● One State or Federal ID must contain a photograph.  
● Both IDs must be original documents.  
● Both IDs must be currently valid, not expired.
